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Volunteer Job Description 
Title:

Barn Volunteer:  Works around horses, cleans stalls (mucks) and barn, feeds, grooms horses and cleans tack.

Facility Volunteer:  Works around the barn, general maintenance, repairs and upkeep of the grounds, building, fences and pastures.

Lesson Volunteer:  Assists with the horses and students before, during and after the lessons.  Includes leading, sidewalking, tacking and grooming.

Special Events Volunteer:  Assists with public relations events:  Horseshows, fund raisers and other public events.

Office Volunteer:  Works in the office, filing, typing, copying, mail outs for special events and other general office help.

Purpose:  To provide assistance to the Horses In Service ~ Natural Therapeutic Riding Center

Responsibilities:  
1. To participate in training sessions associated with the center’s mission.

2. To participate in riding lessons as needed as either Leader or Sidewalker.

3. To undertake various duties as required by center personnel.

4. Develop an understanding and acceptance of the students.

5. Participation in events as needed to promote the program.

6. Adhere to requirements of confidentiality policy at all times.
